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Welcome

We would like to welcome you all to LIONE's
fourth campaign, End of Seasons! In this primitive
world four distinct societies have developed within
the Realm of Seasons. To the North, the Throne of
Winter Sky boasts a defiant people who are
unyielding in battle. To the South, the Throne of
Summer Thunder is filled with desert-dwelling
masters of magic and technology. To the East, the
melancholy Throne of Autumn Stars is known for
their gift of prophecy and strength against the
unquiet dead. To the West, the kindred spirits within
the Throne of Spring Rain seek to preserve all of life.

In the Center of the World upon the Isle of the
Damned lies the exiled and forgotten from the
Realm of Seasons. It is here, in this mysterious and
hostile land that a campaign against the rising
Darkness must be waged. After many centuries of
hatred and distrust, the Four Thrones have sent
representatives to root out the Darkness and save the
world.

Two settlements have been established on the Isle of
the Damned. Dawn'’s Refuge lies relatively close to

the coast and provides a vital link to the Realm of
Seasons. Here, there are many opportunities for
smaller adventures amidst the larger event plot.
Shadow’s Edge lies further inland and provides the
front-line in the battle against the Darkness.
Shadow’s Edge features numerous large-scale battles
with some opportunities for smaller adventures.
Within these settlements, acts of heroism, sacrifice,
and concentration of purpose will not only yield
success within the mission, but also personal honor
and the ability to rise through the ranks of
leadership.

This two-part newsletter provides players and
newcomers important Out-of Game (OOQ)
information about upcoming events, rules
clarifications, announcements, and contact
information. An In-Game (IG) section provides
players with the latest collection of stories and
announcements from each of the Thrones, the
Peacekeepers, and local churches surviving on the Isle
of the Damned. Player submissions are always
welcome!

Rules Errata & Clarifications

Rules Revision

This month we made some changes to the Core
Rules based on game play during 2007 (from July —
December 2007). Check out the new edition of the
rules document available on the web. Highlights
include changes to the Hunter, Spellsword, and
Combat Tech. We have also implemented the phys
rep for Mage metals.

Teaching Update

Although teaching is still a function of your standing
in the Realm of Seasons, we have loosened the
requirement for beginning level skills. Please see our
new Teaching FAQ available online for more
information.

FoS Rules Summary

Tom Reddy has put together a straightforward 2-page
summary of the EoS rules for combat. This includes
information about legal weapon strikes, combat
logistics, and a summary of skill and casting effects.
This handy reference document is available on the
website.

Pride Points

The current level cap is 6.1 and for the April event, it
will be 6.4. Characters can spend as many pride
points as they like in order to reach it on a per
character basis. Because of the time involved in event
preparation, we ask that all pride point expenditures
and skill updates be sent to the board no later than
one week before the event.
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Game Play

In December 2007, we decided to put additional
resources to market research with the goal being to
further improve the gaming experience End of
Seasons brings to its current and future players. With
the use of Survey Monkey, we put out an online
survey to solicit feedback on the scripting end of the
game. In addition, a character update and event
survey was also put together to help us identify ways
that we can improve the quality of the game. Along
with formal surveys, we value all feedback obtained
through conversations and email. Together, these
resources are helping us to better understand and meet
our players’ expectations.

We are currently evaluating the responses and are
beginning to implement changes based upon the
feedback we have received. Although the Script
Resource Binder is still in development, we
introduced it in CC during the February event.
Included are descriptions and characterizations for
each of the major script roles, EoS Quick Rules, EoS
Core Rules, EoS Advanced Rules, and EoS
newsletters. Stay tuned for more refinements to this
new resource. We are close to having a revised
system for skill advancement, which will make it less
cumbersome for players, yet, retain the transparency
and emphasis on IG actions and conversations that
we intended. The Board will continue to provide
updates on our progress with these changes via future
newsletter articles, announcements on the webpage,
and at our events during closing ceremonies.

Cultural Changes

Within the first three campaigns of LIONE, religion
was at the center of the game world and provided a
never-ending source of conflict for players. The
religious mythos not only put the gods at the center
of the plot, but also at the top of the power base.
There were players that deeply immersed themselves
in the religious system creating paladins, initiates,
anointed, and high priests. However, there were also
those that were dedicated to pushing past the religion
and exploring the deeper mysteries within the game
world. There were questions about the nature and
origins of magic, of gods, and of creation itself. There

were those that questioned the roles of gods in the
lives of mortals and deemed themselves worthy of
becoming immortal. Players’ actions even defined the
traditions within the religious paths and drove deep
metaphysical discussions within the arcane.

This shaped the concepts used in creating the End of
Seasons prequel to the first three campaigns of
LIONE. This primitive world has at its core vastly
different cultures that have been pulled together to
investigate prophecies of doom for the world. An
evil, it is said, that is rising within the center of the
world, upon the Isle of the Damned. Yet, each of
these cultures has evolved in almost complete
isolation of the others and has its" own set of values,
priorities, specialties, and power.

With Spirits of Fate, Throne Spirits, gods, and a host
of other immortal beings running rampant with the
mortals, who's to say what the true power base of the
game world actually is or how the highly structured
world of LIONE Rampant ever came about! We look
forward to exploring the diverse paths through this
primitive landscape with our players!

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Biz News

Ever wonder what we do with the money you
spend on event fees! As part of our commitment to
providing transparency in operations, we have
prepared a chart to illustrate where the $75 event
fees are spent in running LIONE's End of Seasons
campaign. In 2007, approximately 19% of the fees
went directly to the betterment of the game. This
includes running the Silver Kingdom Renaissance
Faire and other promotions (8%), and the purchase of
props (11%).

Based on a review of LIONE's performance in 2007,
feedback from players, and direction from Shan, we
are working to revise our budget for 2008 with the
goal of increasing efficiency in operations. We have
reduced the size of the staff, reduced the “free
imperials” that were legacies of previous LIONE
campaigns, and are working closely with Laura
Lucsky and YOC to increase our efficiency in
budgeting for food and kitchen needs. With the
current smaller player base, the increased efficiency
is going towards the general operations of the game.
Currently, Shan is directly supporting the
promotions budget and personally spearheading a
number of promotional projects.

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There are a number of enthusiastic and extremely
capable people working hard with us on our
promotions teams. Promotional activities include
attending area gaming conventions, LIONE's
Renaissance Festival, participation in YOC's Blood
Games, market research to locate new markets to
target, and creation of End of Seasons promotional
materials and goods like fliers, rulebooks, and a
New Player Welcome Pouch. To better meet the
needs of our current player base, we have developed
a number of surveys and are implementing changes
based upon feedback. We believe that together, we
can significantly increase the new faces at End of
Seasons in 2008.
